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Bicycle Rental Procedures

Renter must read and sign the release and indemnifica-
tion agreement.

Renter must provide a driver’s license, one driver’s
license per group will be sufficient as long as that per-
son is willing to be responsible for the entire group,
but all persons in the group must sign the agreement
and pay their respective fee.

Bikes are due back to the GRITS location by close of
business, if not bike will be reported stolen.
