The cost for students age 60-64 pay 

half of regular tuition. Students 65 and older receive FREE tui-
tion for audit  

 
• Students age 64 and under are responsible for paying fees and 

books for classes. 
 
• Students age 60 and older may take any courses offered by the        

University. All prerequisites and course requirements would    
apply.

• Students age 60 and older may choose to audit classes but tuition rates remain the

• Students age 65 or older receive a tuition waiver for all credit courses   

• The enrollment procedures are the same for all students regardless of age. How-
ever if over age 65 , proof of age is required  for  tuition waiver.   

• Space is NOT limited for individuals age 60 and older 

• Individuals age 60 and older ARE ABLE to receive credit hours for classes they 
take.  

• Age 60-64 pay regular credit hour tuition rates. After age 65, tuition is FREE  

• Individuals age 60 and older may choose to audit classes. The cost of auditing a 
class up to age 65 is the same as the regular fee, but after age 65 it’s FREE
