Rules 
• OTS offers half-fare service to seniors, persons 

with disabilities, and Medicare cardholders.  A 
valid Medicare Card is sufficient for obtaining a 
half-fare card and will be accepted as proof for 
half-fare eligibility until a permanent half-fare 
identification card is issued.  Half-fare cards may 
be obtained at the OTS office. 

• Transfers are free for up to two (2) different 
routes. Request a transfer when boarding first 
bus and present it to the driver on each addi-
tional bus.  Transfers are valid when boarding 
only at the OTS bus station and the Duke Drive 
transfer point.  

• Please have exact change when boarding the bus. 
OTS drivers carry no change or tokens. 

• Rules are posted on each bus. 
• Seniors and persons with disabilities are given 

priority seating. 
• OTS provides paratransit service to eligible per-

sons who are unable to access the fixed route 
system. Paratransit next-day service is offered 
through GRITS transportation at a one-way fare 
of $2.00.  Required personal care attendants ride 
free. Paratransit service is offered during OTS 
system hours. Applications for this service are 
available at the OTS office.

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CHAPTER FOUR 
 
PARTICIPATION PLAN 
 
 Improving the public participation effort is an on-going process.  The goal of the MPO is to improve 
opportunities for public input and to find more effective means of informing the general public of transportation 
issues.  The public participation process for the MTP represents an extensive effort.  General guidelines for this 
process were established in the Participation Plan (PP), originally adopted by the Policy Committee in 1993.  
The latest version of the PP, prepared to meet all SAFETEA-LU requirements, was approved by the MPO 
committees during FY 2009.  The current version is located on the MPO website, 
http://www.gradd.com/Transportation_2009/Oboro_Daviess_MPO/.   This process allows the MPO to 
strengthen the MTP by considering not only technical analysis but also community and cultural values and 
concerns.  In this way, a balance may be achieved between moving vehicles efficiently and preserving the 
quality of life.   
 

Input for this plan was derived from many sources and involved coordination with other plans being 
developed.  Transportation issues were discussed at meetings for these related planning efforts, with any public 
comment considered for the MTP as well.  The MPO web site, at www.gradd.com, is regularly updated to keep 
the public informed of transportation projects and plans.  The site is intended to increase public access to 
transportation planning documents, MPO meetings schedules, and other related information.  Maps and other 
information are available upon request. 
 

Also, the Citizens Advisory Committee has been an important part of the overall planning aspect for the 
MPO since 1974.  The Citizens Advisory Committee provides valuable input to the Technical Advisory and 
Policy Committees by giving a citizens viewpoint on the various transportation projects within Owensboro and 
Daviess County. 
 
Title VI 
 
 A critical element in developing the Metropolitan Transportation Plan must be the equitable distribution of 
services, facilities and resources within the MPO planning area.  This should be with regard to income, race, 
and other socio-economic factors, in addition to geographic distribution.  Income and race were mapped for 
reference in this effort, and have been compared to the locations of Metropolitan Transportation Plan projects. 
 
 As part of the effort to ensure equity, the MPO has worked hard to include members of the minority 
community and low-income groups in the decision making process.  The Year 2000 Census found that 4.3 
percent of the Owensboro – Daviess County population was African American, 0.9 percent Hispanic, 0.4 
percent Asian and American Indian/Alaska Native, 0.1 percent, as shown on the following map.  Likewise, the 
MPO strives to include the elderly and disabled population in planning efforts.  Input from all segments of the 
population and all neighborhoods in the community are critical to effective transportation planning.

In accordance with the Transportation Equity Act for the 21st Century, notice is hereby given for an opportunity 
to present public comments on the Owensboro/Daviess County 2040 Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP). 
 
The MTP is a plan of all highway, rail, and transit projects in the Owensboro-Daviess County Metropolitan 
Planning Organization (MPO) that goes beyond the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet’s Statewide 
Transportation Improvement Program (STIP). The MTP identifies estimated costs for the proposed projects as 
well as the funding sources to finance the projects.  These projects represent the desires of Owensboro/Daviess 
County for developing highway, airport, riverport, and transit projects. 
 
In order to be eligible for federal funding, projects shall be included in the MTP approved by the Owensboro-
Daviess County Policy Committee, the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet, and the Federal Highway 
Administration. 
 
A public meeting shall be held at the Green River Area Development District office,  
3860 U.S. 60 West, Owensboro, Kentucky, from 2:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m., July 29, 2010, at which time public 
comments shall be received on the MTP. Copies of the MTP will be available at the meeting, and available on 
the GRADD Website, www.gradd.com.

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CHAPTER FIVE 
 
Environment 
 
Transportation projects may impact elements of the natural and human environment.  Kentucky incorporates 
measures to minimize or mitigate those impacts that can not otherwise be avoided.  Mitigation measures vary 
depending upon resource affected, severity of impact, and other factors. 
  
Kentucky has successfully created advance wetland mitigation sites across the Commonwealth.  The objective 
to develop a “wetland bank” within each major watershed to offset wetland impacts within that region has been 
achieved.   Approximately 300 acres of wetlands have been restored by KYTC through this mitigation 
initiative.  Credits generated from these activities are used by KYTC to offset impacts authorized under 404 
permits issued by the US Army Corps of Engineers and 401 Water Quality Certifications issued by the 
Kentucky Division of Water.  A similar program for mitigation of stream impacts related to Transportation 
projects is currently being implemented by KYTC.  Furthermore, Best Management Practices (BMP) is applied 
to construction projects in order to minimize the impacts of erosion and sedimentation on streams. 
 
KYTC follows its established Noise Policy in assessing the noise impacts of its projects on adjacent properties.  
When impacts are determined to exceed established threshold criteria and when economically justifiable, 
mitigation measures are incorporated within developing projects.  These measures may include the construction 
of noise walls, installation of insulating materials in affected buildings, or minimization techniques such as 
alignment adjustment, lowering of grades into cut sections, construction of berms, etc. 
 
Evaluation of historic properties in accordance with the National Historic Preservation Act is conducted for 
developing projects.  When impacts are unavoidable, mitigation and minimization measures including, but not 
limited to, documentation of affected structures, enhancement and/or preservation initiatives, etc., are 
undertaken.  Concerns for the loss of historic bridges have prompted KYTC to initiate an update of the 
statewide Historic Bridge Inventory.   Important archaeological resources, eligible for the National Register for 
their data content, are investigated for the furtherance of our understanding of past cultures.  Such investigations 
routinely include a public education component to disseminate the information gathered to the general public. 
   
The KYTC and US Fish and Wildlife Service have worked cooperatively to address impacts to the Indiana bat 
that may result from KYTC projects.  The Indiana Bat Conservation Fund has been established for the 
advancement of meaningful preservation or protective measures, research, etc. for this species.  Funds are 
deposited within the fund based upon summer habitat loss resulting from transportation projects.   KYTC also 
routinely consults with Federal, State, and local agencies concerning the impacts of transportation projects on 
their conservation plans or maps.  An example of such a plan is the “Kentucky Comprehensive Wildlife 
Conservation Strategy” developed by the Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources. 
 
KYTC also utilizes Geographic Information Systems to evaluate the impacts of proposed projects on the human 
and natural environment.  Information in the GIS layers include wetlands, hazardous materials, archaeology, 
historical sites, Outstanding Resource Waters, Special Waters, designated critical habitat, etc.  Many of these 
GIS layers or data sources are directly obtained from the responsible agencies.  This allows KYTC to evaluate 
project areas and minimize or avoid impacts early in project or corridor planning efforts.  This information is 
also shared with the public as well as Federal, State, and local agencies to gain their input on the importance of 
and how best to minimize impacts to the resource.  These efforts are documented, shared, and carried forward 
through the remainder of project development to more closely link Planning and National Environmental Policy 
Act (NEPA) activities. 
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Security 
 
The Kentucky Office of Homeland Security (KOHS), following the guidelines of the National Infrastructure Protection 
Plan, is actively establishing processes for identifying, prioritizing, and assessing risks for Kentucky’s transportation 
infrastructure and associated assets.  This infrastructure includes highways, transit, rail, river ports, and support facilities, 
such as the Transportation Cabinet’s Office Building. 
 
Along Kentucky’s borders, at highway entry points, new technology is being installed at existing weigh stations to add 
radiation and chemical detection, and vehicle identification capabilities.  Also, to improve security, Kentucky is 
developing a plan of action to keep the point of entry weigh stations open 24/7. 
 
Kentucky is one of nine southern states participating in the Southeastern Transportation Corridor pilot (SETCP) facilitated 
by the Domestic Nuclear Detection Office (DNDO).  The SETCP Project focuses on the detection and interdiction of 
illicit nuclear and radiological materials on the nation’s interstate highways. 

Kentucky has created the Kentucky Intelligence Fusion Center (KIFC) and the Division of Transportation System 
Management.  Transportation System Management is the clearinghouse for highway condition information (weather and 
incidents) and the KIFC will integrate, analyze, and share real-time information among several agencies as well as the 
Transportation System Management Division. 
 
Kentucky is installing cameras for monitoring, and dynamic message signs that convey critical information to the 
traveling public on the Interstates in several major urban areas and one major tunnel. 
 
Kentucky’s Cabinet for Health Services, through the Department of Public Health, has established a panel to address 
pandemic emergencies.  The KOHS is hosting Business Summits to coordinate pandemic planning and continuity of 
operations plans. 
 
Community Vulnerability Assessments are being performed through the KOHS Kentucky Community Preparedness 
Program (KCPP). Assessments include modes of transportation, such as rail, transit and general aviation airports.  The
